EN The scheme is implemented with financial support from the
European Union through the European Regional Development
Fund.The Projects was implemented in the territory of the
Republic of Bulgaria in 86 municipalities within the urban
agglomeration areas.

Supported activities include:

1. Organising and/or holding innovative cultural events and implementing
good practices to enrich the cultural life and increase the attractiveness of the
settlements within the agglomeration areas, and to develop local identity.

2. Activities for public awareness, promotion and advertising of ongoing
innovative cultural events;

3. Small-scale infrastructural activities, related to the organisation and holding
of the innovative cultural event (developing an accessible architectural
environment for people with disabilities, implementation of public works
and / or landscaping of spaces, repair, reconstruction, renovation of buildings
directly related to the implementation of the innovative cultural event);

4. Provision of appropriate equipment and furnishing related to the organised
events: purchasing technical facilities and equipment (stages, fences, sound,
light and video equipment, multimedia, screens, etc.)

Contracts were signed with 40 municipalities and the total amount of the
grants awarded is BGN 18 million, of which BGN 16 million are co-financing
from the European Regional Development Fund. The maximum duration of
contract implementation is 24 months.
